The Father of 12 Tribes of Israel
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Jacob was the son of Isaac and Rebekah and had a twin brother named Esau.
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Jacob deceived Esau and took away his birthright in exchange for food.
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Later, Jacob also tricked his father Isaac into giving himself a special blessing for Esau.
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Jacob fled to his uncle Laban's house to protect himself from Esau's wrath when he learned that his
blessing had been taken away from him.
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On the way to his uncle, Jacob had a dream in which a ladder reached heaven. And God promised to bless
him.
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Jacob worked for Laban for many years in order to marry Rachel, the woman he loved, but Laban tricked
him into marrying Rachel's sister Leah first.
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Later, God renamed Jacob "Israel" and his 12 sons became the leaders of the 12 tribes of Israel.
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Joseph was one of Jacob's 12 sons and was loved most by his father, so his brothers were jealous of him.
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Joseph's brothers sold him into slavery and he was taken to Egypt.
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While in Egypt, Joseph worked hard and earned trust, but was unjustly imprisoned.
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Joseph interpreted dreams in prison and was eventually called to interpret Pharaoh's dreams.
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Joseph explained that Pharaoh's dream meant seven years of plenty followed by seven years of famine.
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Pharaoh appointed Joseph to lead Egypt in case of famine, and Joseph stored food to save many lives.
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Later, when his brothers came to Egypt in search of food, Joseph forgave them. He showed that it was
God's plan to reunite him with his family and save them.
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Moses was born at a time when Pharaoh ordered all babies born to Hebrew sons to be killed. But Moses'
mother was able to put him in a basket and float him down the river.
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Pharaoh's daughter found Moses in a basket and raised him as her own son.
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God called Moses from a burning bush to lead the Israelites out of slavery in Egypt.
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Moses, with God's help, sent ten plagues to Egypt and convinced Pharaoh to release the Israelites.

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At Mount Sinai, God gave Moses the Ten Commandments for the Israelites to follow.
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Moses believed in God and led the Israelites for 40 years in the wilderness, teaching them to obey God.
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Joshua was a faithful servant of Moses. He became the leader of the Israelites after the death of Moses.
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God told Joshua to be courageous as he led the people to the Promised Land.
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Before Joshua attacked Jericho, he sent spies. They were rescued by a woman named Rahab.
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God stopped the Jordan River, and Joshua was able to lead the Israelites and safely cross the Jordan River.
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The walls of Jericho fell after the Israelites, obeying God's command, marched around Jericho for seven
days.
